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A Permit is required for all towable watersports, including 
water-skiing, aquaplaning, and any similar towing activity. 

Towing vessels must carry at least one person other 
than the skipper, capable of taking charge of the vessel. 

All vessels are required to carry lifejackets or buoyancy aid
for all persons on board, 2 handheld flares, fire extinguisher,

rescue throw line and a comprehensive first aid kit.
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
